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Farm Memories by Beatrice Olson

It all began in the autumn of 1940. My father, Oscar Berven, saw this one-row mounted #10 McCormick-Deering corn picker at
George Alvig Machinery located on the south end of Main Street Montevideo, south of the current day Cenex Cooperative. Dad
negotiated the sale and Alvig’'s mechanic John Ranger hauled the picker out to the Berven Farm in Big Bend Township. Alvig
always needed extra help unloading machinery when arriving at the farm. Luckily there was a large elm tree on the farm under
which a chain hoist and ropes were used to assist the unloading. The design of the unit made the picker very top heavy. It still
amazes me that the picker never tipped over when going up and down the steep hills and across the river. We often referred to the
picker as the “monstrosity”, and | always thanked God that Dad traded it off before any tragic accidents occurred. The unit was
never OSHA approved! Dad always indicated that the McCormick-Deering picker was made well and it harvested corn with minimal
problems. Mounting and dismounting the picker was always a difficult task. | always wonder what farmers would do without large
trees? Included in the right photo is Vernon Larson, Montevideo, unloading the corn; James Berven driving the Farmall B; Beatrice
(Berven) Olson and brother David Berven standing in front of the tractor; their mother, Alice Berven, is standing behind the tractor.
