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PRESIDENTIAL STATE OF THE HILL ADDRESS:

“Time marches on whether we like it or not” is a quote of unknown origin that we have all heard repeatedly. The quote applies to so
many things in life, actually every thing in life. The older we become the faster time seems to move along. It seams like only
yesterday since the 2009 Threshing Show concluded and now the 2010 Threshing Show is already just around the corner. Activities
at the show site continue in preparation for the show. This year Heritage Hill is looking forward to hosting and welcoming the JI
Case Collectors Association and the Northland Case Collectors. J | Case Collectors Association will be hosting its annual
convention at Heritage Hill this year. It is anticipated that many Case tractors, equipment and memorabilia will be exhibited
throughout the weekend. Progress continues on the Hagen House restoration. Thanks are extended to James Roe for coordinating
the project. The hope is that groups of Heritage Hill volunteers will agree to restore each room in the house. Members are gathering
each Tuesday and Thursday, throughout the day, to work on the house. Please consider helping as it is the hope that the house
can be open for viewing by the third week in August.

Ever since the year 2000 Heritage Hill has been privileged to
operate the 46-acre farm land owned by Chippewa County. As
stated many times in the past, this farm has become a major
source of revenue for Heritage Hill. Also, ever since 2000,
Heritage Hill has suffered from some degree of drought and
the crop production has never been up to its full potential as a
result. Year-to-date things are different, but the year has not
yet come to a close. Interestingly enough, shortly after the oats
were planted and emerged at Heritage Hill, the plants suffered
from an early drought in April and subsequent wind damage.
After that time, the rains began to fall and the oats have now
recovered. Now both the soybean and oats fields are growing
ahead of schedule — thanks mostly to adequate precipitation.
On two separate occasions, rock picking on county land was
scheduled and twice the attempted rock picking was foiled as heavy rain was received shortly before the rock-picking event was to
begin. Thanks are extended to Doug Norman who spent some time over at Heritage Hill, between rains, gathering the rock from the
field. At least the larger rocks have been removed. The growing season has a long way to go before harvest. As always good
growing conditions are needed to obtain optimum yields. Much can happen between now and harvest, but the crops are looking
great midway through the crop production season.

Speaking of weather, the Montevideo area has been spared, for the most part, from wild weather phenomena experienced during
the month of June, especially the tornado outbreak of June 17". Hardest hit were the Albert Lea and Wadena Minnesota areas with
3 tornados upwards of 170 miles per hour and measuring an EF4 on the Fajita scale, quite rare in Minnesota. Our thoughts and
prayers are extended to the parents of Heritage Hill member Sue Bergquist. Sue’s parents, Bill and Regina Weniger, are retired and
were residing on their farm southwest of Bluffton Minnesota. At about 5:00 pm that evening Wenigers were home when the tornado
took a direct hit to their farmstead. They were able to escape serious injury by seeking safety in their basement, only a couple
seconds prior to the house leaving its foundation overhead. All 9 building, including the house, barn, silo and all outbuildings were
completely demolished by the storm. Many homes in the southwest quadrant of Wadena were also severely damaged by a
separate vortex that originated from the same storm system. There were many other facilities that sustained severe damage in the
Wadena tornado path including the Wadena Deer-Creek High School, the city cemetery, and the Wadena County Fair grounds.
Despite the devastation, the Wadena County Fair Board has pledged that the ‘show must go on” and the event continues to be
scheduled for July 29 to 31, 2010.

County fairs continue to be a time honored summer tradition not only in Minnesota, but though out North
America and many places throughout the world. The history of fairs goes far back in ancient times. In Roman
era, fairs were holidays on which there was an intermission of labor and pleadings. In later centuries, on any
special Christian religious occasion, particularly on the dedication anniversary of a church, tradesmen would
bring and sell their wares, even in the churchyards. Such fairs then continued annually, usually on the feast
day of the patron saint to whom the church was dedicated. This custom was kept up until the reign of Henry

COUNTY

VI, by which time there were a great many fairs kept on these patronal festivals, for example at Westminster
on St. Peter’'s Day. In the United States, fairs draw in as many as 150 million people each summer. One
example of the American county fair being featured in a famous piece of literature is in E. B. White's
Charlotte's Web. Children's competitions at an American fair range from breeding small animals to robotics,
while the organization 4-H has become a traditional association. County Fairs were very popular activities
among the early pioneer settlers everywhere in the United States. The county fair, church and school related
activities, as well as weekly Saturday night gatherings in every rural community were all means of socializing
and communicating with one another. The popularity of County Fairs probably reached its peaks in the
1970’s. County fairs started to dwindle in size and popularity in the late 1970’s and has continued to decline
as the number of family farms, rural population, and small livestock operations have also diminished.
Fortunately, all area county fairs are still functioning and continue to be a source of summertime enjoyment.
