Thanks to Gerald Kleene, Heritage Hill has a few photo display boards at the trade shows,
as a means of attracting interest to the booth and also as a means of promoting the
organization. The photos tend to be good conversation pieces. A few comments were
overheard, especially from younger people, noting the unusual deS|%n of the Case RC, the
Heritage Hill feature tractor for 2010. At the turn of the 20" century, agricultural
entrepreneurs everywhere were busy experimenting and attempting to perfect tractors that
would appeal to farmers in a highly competitive equipment market. Hundreds, if not
thousands, of agricultural equipment companies emerged in every corner of the United
States...... including our nation’s capital, Washington D.C. C.J. Eastman, who founded the Washmgton D.C based tractor
manufacturing companying, presented his version of the ideal tractor in 1911. Called the Eastman Cable Tractor, it was an apparent
throw-back to a European practice of placing a like tractor at either end of the field, then extending a cable from one end of the field
to the other. The tractor pulled a plow, attached to the cable, across the field. Occasionally, the job was done with only one unit,
using a series of pulleys to pull the plow back and forth across the field. The practice was cumbersome and time consuming to say
the least. Even though this farming method was probably more suited to small fields found in Europe, it was totally impractical for
the large prairie farms found in the United States. Like most early research and development of ever industry, thousands of tractor
prototypes proved fruitless. It could be likened to a remark of Thomas Edison, when inventing the light bulb. After making thousands
of experiments on one of his projects, Edison was asked if he was getting any closer to success. Edison replied that he thought he
was, since he already had found at least 10,000 ways that would not work.

Plans are moving ahead for the 30" Annual Heritage Hill Swap Meet planned for Friday and Saturday, April 16™ and 17". Hopefully,
the weather will be perfect and the day will be rain free. The interest among vendors is good and another successful Swap meet is
expected. As in the past, plenty of help will be needed in the Thresher’s Kitchen. If you are able to volunteer please let the kitchen
committee know.

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Foos Gas Engine Company

The Foos Gas Engine Company, located in Springfield, lllinois, made its début by building feed grinders when the company
organized in 1880. The company built its first engine in 1893. The early style Foos engine was built in sizes ranging from two to ten
horsepower and embodied the unique wipe-spark igniter which characterized the Foos engines for many years. An atomizing fuel
mixer was not used as these were developed some years later. Instead, the gasoline vapors were drawn from the gas tank,
assisted by warm air from the engine. Casting, milling, and finishing gas engines that were well balanced in the early, was a
challenge for all gas engine manufacturers. To prove that Foos engines were perfectly balanced, the company photographed a
series of tests. The engines were operated at full speed while resting on polished
steel rollers and the engines were not secured in any manner. To further prove the
point, Foos engineers removed the main bearing caps so that nothing held the
crankshaft in place but the accurate counterbalance. The photographs would show
no blurring whatsoever. Photography of 1910 required far longer exposure times
than now — the photographs would tell the story. Foos offered a number of special
outfits in addition to the regular engine line. Big portable vacuum cleaning outfits
complete with all accessories, portable electric power plants, and, several styles of
Foos saw rigs were among the special outfits available. During the period between
1900 and 1920, Foos engine models changed very little, making it very difficult to
ascertain when certain modifications took place. In 1908 Foos bought out the
Marinette Gas Engine Company, builders of the Walrath engines. This purchase
put Foos into the “big engine” business with sizes ranging up to 500 horsepower.
By 1926 the Foos line included the Type L diesel engine. It was built in 2, 3, 4, 6 =& 7
and 8 cylinder sizes. The power range extended from 50 to 475 horsepower. Foos was eventually purchased by Fulton Iron Works
of Saint Louis, Missouri. Foos repairs were available from this firm as late as 1948.
