Case tractors and other equipment for display, including the largest Case Threshing Machine built and powered by one of the larger
Case Steam Engine manufactured by J.I. Case. As a result all the Heritage Hill farm land was seeded to oats to accommodate the
threshing machine capacity.

Farm and Family Photographs

Thanks are extended to Vince and Dianne Welling for sharing the two family photographs. The picture on the left was
photographed in 1950 when Vince was at the age of six years. It looks like Vince, at a very young age, was ready to help his father
cultivate the corn. Later that year in August Vince, his brother James, and their mother June took afternoon lunch out to Vince and
James’ father Orville while harvesting the small grain. Vince can be seen on the left wearing the overalls. The combine is a
McCormick-Deering #52; the automobile on the far right is a 39 Chevrolet. These photographs were taken on the family farm where
Vince was raised in Section 10 of Big Bend Township, Chippewa County. Vince became very fond of the 1940 Minneapolis-Moline
R tractor as Vince restored and still owns the tractor — 60 years later.
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The Minneapolis-Moline R tractor was introduced in 1939. The R gasoline developed 27.09 engine horsepower and 23.90 drawbar
horsepower at 1550 rpm with a 3 5/8 inch diameter by 4 inch stroke piston with a total of 165 cubic inch displacement. The tractor
had four forward gears and speeds ranging from 2.6 to 13.2 miles per hour, and one reverse gear. The tractor weighed 3, 414
pounds.

Minneapolis-Moline was a large tractor and machinery producer based in
Minnesota. It was the product of a merger between three companies in 1929:
Minneapolis Steel & Machinery, MSM, Twin City tractors brand; Minneapolis
Threshing Machine Company; Moline Plow Company, Universal brand. It was head
guartered in Hopkins, Minnesota, and had plants on Lake Street in Minneapolis,
Hopkins, Minnesota, and Moline, lllinois. It was acquired by the White Farm
Equipment division of the White Motor Company in 1963 and the brand-name was
dropped in 1974. AGCO purchased White in 1991.

EXTRAS: Tool and their applications

DRILL PRESS: A tall upright machine useful for suddenly snatching flat metal bar stock out of your hands so that it smacks you in
the chest and flings your beer across the room, denting the freshly-painted project which you had carefully set in the corner where
nothing could get to it - WIRE WHEEL: Cleans paint off bolts and then throws them somewhere under the workbench with the
speed of light..
